AN ACT to alter the Constitution.
ENACTED by the President and the National Assembly.

1. (1) This Act may be cited as the Constitution of the Republic
of Seychelles (Fifth Amendment} Act, 2000.

{(2) This Act shall come into operation on such date as the
President may, by notice in the Gazette, appoint.

2. Inthis Act, "Constitution” means the Constitution of the Re-
public of Seychelles as set out in the Constitution of the Republic
of Seychelles (Third Republic) (Promulgation) Natice. 1993,

3. The Constitution is amended as follows:-

(a) by inserting after article 52 the following article-

"Appealing
for fresh
mandate

82A.(1) The provisions of this article shali
have effect notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in the other provisions of this Chap-
ter.

(2} The President may. at any timme af-
ter the expiration of one year from the com-
mencement of the President’s tirst or second
term of office. by Proclamation published in
the Gazette. declare the President’s intention
of appealing to the People for a mandate to
hold office, by election. for a further term.

(3) Upon the making of a Proclamation
under clause (2). the Electoral Commissioner
shall, subject to the provisions of this article.
hold a Presidential election.

(4)(a) The President may revoke a
Proclamation made under this article by no-
tice published in the Gazette. at any time be-
fore the day appointed as nomination day in
relation to the election of the President.

(b) The President shall not withdraw
the President's nomination as candidate at such
election.

(5) [fat any time after the date of a Proc-
lamation made underclause (2) and before
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the close of the poil at the election held in pur-
suance of the Proclamation, the incumbent
President dies, the Proclamation shali be
deemed to have been revoked with eftect from
the date of such death, and the election to be
held in pursuance of the Proclamation shall be
deemed to be cancelled.

{6} The person declared elected as Presi-
dent at an election held under this article shall.
if such person -

(a)

(b)

is the incumbent President, hold
office for a further term of five
years beginning with the date next
following the date on which the
term of office of the incumbent
President is deemed to have ex-
pired under clause (7);

is a person other than the incum-
bent President, hold office fora
term of five years beginning with
the date next following the date
of declaration of the election of
President.

(7) Where an election is held under this
article, the term of office of the incumbent

President

{a) shall be deemed to have expired

on the date next following the date
of declaration of election of Presi-
dent in that election; and

(b) shall constitute one term for the

purpose of article 52(2).™
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by inserting the following words at the end of article

S5(1):

“For the purpose of this clause. a person who would.
but for that person’s death. have been declared elected
as President at the Presidential election and the per-
son designated as the Vice-President of the first-men-
tioned person shall be deemed to have been the Presi-
dent and Vice-President respectively . holding office
immediately before the death of the first-mentioned
person and accordingly, such Vice-President shall as-
sume the office of President.”

by repealing, in article 86. clause (1) (B);
in Schedule 3 -

(fy by repealing, in paragraph 3(1). the words A per-
son”, and substituting therefor. the words “Sub-
ject to article S2A (4) (b). a person™

(i) by repealing, in paragraph 4 (b). the words “be-
came vacant.” and substituting therefor, the words
“became vacant or a Proclamation under article
52A was made.”;

(iii) by repealing, in paragraph 7{2). the words ~be-
fore the day of election™ and substituting there-
for. the words “at any time before the close of
the potl™

(iv) by inserting the tollowing subparagraph after sub-
paragraph (3) of paragraph 7:

“(4)  Where at any time between the close of
the polil at an election and the declaration
of'the result of the election a candidate at
the election dies the Electoral Commis-
sioner shall proceed with the count and
declare the result of the election notwith-
standing the death of the candidate.”™.
